Directions for Guests Arriving at the Capitol: 

Guests should enter through the North Screening Facility located at First Street SE and 

East Capitol Street. 
 

After clearing security:  

• Proceed up the ramp to the north entrance of the Capitol 

• Enter the building, the Senate Appointments Desk will be on your left, just before 

the gift shop 

• Capitol staff will direct you to the Mansfield Room (S-207) 
 

Important Reminders: 

• The event location is different from previous years 

• Please allow extra time for Capitol security screening 

• A valid government-issued ID is required (a driver’s license is acceptable) 
• Avoid bringing prohibited items into the Capitol complex

the Senate Office Buildings used in previous years.
